Edinburgh
On Sunday June 6th 3:00 p.m. -5:30 p.m. GMT, The Edinburgh 2010 Conference concludes with a Celebratory Service at the General Assembly Hall of the Church of Scotland, Edinburgh.  It was in this hall in June 1910 that The World Missionary Conference was held, which became the major catalyst of the ecumenical movement

Alongside the three hundred delegates, nine hundred local and international visitors have been invited to take part in this service.  Guest preacher at the event will be the (Anglican) Archbishop of York, Dr. John Sentamu.  The Archbishop will be joined by representatives of the Evangelical, Orthodox, Pentecostal, Mainline Protestant, and Roman Catholic Christian traditions.

Dr. Dana Robert opened the conference on June 2nd with an overview of Mission and Ecumenism.  For more on Dr. Robert, see her interview above.  Among the topics discussed during the conference, was on June 4th “Mission to Muslims, or Mission with Muslims,” an interfaith evening for E 2010 delegates and others with leading Christians and Muslims from the United Kingdom and Sweden.
